Only Regulars members in good standing in 
the Marine Corps League, with one continuous year may be “asked” to 
apply for membership.  
 
LEARNING ABOUT THE DEVIL DOGS 

 
The rules and regulations of the Military Order of the Devil Dogs are 

contained in the By-Laws and Ritual. Members should become familiar 
with each publication but should not try to absorb everything at once.  

 
The By-Laws contain the basic rules. The Ritual has further details 

and tells how to conduct Growls and other ceremonial functions of the 
Pound. 

 
Show your pride by wearing your MODD cover patch correctly! 
 
Your passport identifies you as a MODD member. Its information 

should correctly identify your doggie particulars. Think of it as your Devil 
Dog birth certificate. 

 
Keep in mind, we are here to have FUN! Keep business light and 

your enjoyment heavy.  
 

Woof-Woof 
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Paid Life Memberships shall be made available at a cost of $150.00 each for those Members 
of the ORDER who are up to and including age 60 years, and for $125.00 for those Members 
who are age 61 years and above. All applicants shall meet the following criteria. 
 

1. The member shall be a Pedigreed Devil Dog, shall be a Life Member of the Marine Corps 
League, Inc., and shall have maintained at least five (5) years continuous membership in the 
Marine Corps League, Inc., and shall have no outstanding obligations to either the Order or 
the League. 

2. Once Life Memberships in the Order are transmitted to the Honorable Kennel Dog Robber; 
the Honorable Kennel Dog Robber shall remit $30.00 to the Pound, and $30.00 to the Pack 
in which the Pound is located. The Kennel shall retain the balance. In the case of a Dog belonging 
to a Pound in a State where there is no established Pack, the Kennel shall retain the amount allo-
cated for a Pack. In the case of Kennel Strays purchasing Life Memberships, the Kennel Dog Rob-
ber shall make no distribution. 

3. The transmittal of Paid Life Memberships shall be the responsibility of the Pound, via the Pack, to 
the Honorable Kennel Dog Robber. Pounds in States having no established Pack shall transmit 
directly to the Kennel. 

4. Permanent metal Paid Life Member plates and cardboard type membership cards will be issued to 
the Pedigreed Devil Dog only at the time of their original transmittal. 

5. Pedigreed Devil Dogs holding Paid Life Membership Status in the Order are exempt from future 
Kennel, Pack and Pound Membership Dues.

Woof, Woof to the Dogs of Pennsylvania Pack!   
 
It’s getting that time of year again, the Grand Growl is just around the corner.  For all of you Pups out 
there, if you have 12 months in grade and want to get your red ribbon, please get you paperwork 
submitted.  Remember all Dogs advancing at the Grand Growl must Pre Register and get you paper-
work submitted by June 15th.  The forms can be downloaded from the PA Pack Website.  And for all 
you Dog Robbers out there please make sure your Pups that are eligible for advancement are in-
formed and encouraged to attend the Grand Growl.    
 
Also at the Grand Growl we will have Kennel Senior Vice Chief Devil Dog, Mike English in atten-
dance.  So please some out to meet and get to know him as he will most likely be our next Chief 
Devil Dog. 
 
As of this writing we still have 1 Pound that needs to submit their installation report for 2010. We also 
have 7 of our Pounds at 100% paid up membership for 2010 and a total of 20 Dogs unpaid .  That 
correlates to an unpaid rate of 4.4% which is much better than the Kennel average.  For those Dogs 
who have not paid your dues for 2010, as per the Kennel Bylaws you can no longer wear the MODD 
accessories on your uniforms until your dues are up to date.   
 
As your Northeast Division Vice Chief Devil Dog, I attended the Mid Winter Staff Conference in Falls 
Church, VA in February.  Some of the information coming out of the Kennel Growls was: 
 
 1) Retention - We need to make sure we are retaining  as many of our Dogs as we can. 
 2) Junior Vice Chief’s  Supreme Growl Fundraiser Sweepstakes - Please make sure to  
     purchase or sell your tickets to help support the Children’s Hospital closest to the  
     Supreme  Growl. 
 3) Passport Stamps - Please make sure that all Passport Stamp fees collected at your Pound 
     Growls are turned in to Kennel as they are supposed to be the funds in support of Kennel 
     activities.
